
ICFAI University Meghalaya, Tura Campus Successfully Conducts CUET (UG) 2026 

The ICFAI University Meghalaya, Tura Campus successfully served as an official examination 

centre for the Common University Entrance Test (CUET-UG) 2026, conducted by the 

National Testing Agency (NTA). 

The Computer-Based Test was conducted across 21 shifts on 11, 12, 13, 15, 20, 21, 23, 24, 25, 

26, 29, 30 and 31 May, and 6 June 2026. A total of 556 candidates were allotted to the Tura 

Centre, of whom 387 candidates appeared for the examination. 

Managed by Tata Consultancy Services (TCS) and conducted strictly in accordance with 

NTA guidelines and security protocols, the examinations were completed smoothly and 

successfully without any untoward incidents. 

The event brought candidates from various districts of Meghalaya and neighbouring regions, 

providing them and their parents an opportunity to experience the University's infrastructure 

and facilities. The conduct of national-level entrance examinations at the campus continues to 

strengthen the visibility and reputation of ICFAI University Meghalaya as a preferred 

destination for higher education in the region.
